Na tivod bych rad zd(iraznil, Ze véechny tyto Gspéchy

Dlouhodobost. Ja budovani nasi univerzity vzdycky
pfirovnavam ke stavbé chramu.

The Pan-European University is starting the new
academic year on its brand-new campus. But
that's not your only achievement this year — there
are also newly accredited study programmes in
Psychology and a Master’s in Security Studies.
What does that say about your university?

To begin with, I'd like to stress that all of these achieve-
ments are the result of teamwork - the shared efforts of
my colleagues and our collective vision and strategy. And
that brings me to the core of your question. Our strategy
is built on three pillars:

Long-term vision. I've always compared the building of
our university to the building of a cathedral. Our ancestors
didnt build those in a year. They took decades, but they
knew why they were doing it and understood that the
structure would outlive them and stand for generations.

The second pillar is quality. We place great emphasis on
this, as last year’s institutional accreditation shows. It was
made possible through long-term development of our
internal quality systems and the introduction of rules and
regulations that bring order and balance to our relation-
ship with students.

The third is brand-building. Because, as | like to say, edu-
cation is not something you pick up off the shelf ina shop.
A university’s brand only shows its real value years later
—when our graduates realise that their degrees are truly
respected on the job market. Our goal is to build a brand
that holds genuine value in professional life.

You often say your long-term ambition is for the
university to become the Czech equivalent of
Harvard, where degrees are seen as truly presti-
gious. But how do you intend to achieve that level
of quality?

Let me give you an example. One of our new colleagues

- a practising professional who joined us as an external
lecturer - said: “I see PEUNI as a place that welcomes people
who've achieved something in real life and want to pass it
on to students” You know, we've talked about the campus,
but the real quality is in the people. And by people, | mean
our teaching staff - people who bring real-world experience
and can show students how things work outside the classro-
om. | think thatis something we're doing well at PEUNI.

How will academic life change in this new buil-
ding? Is there student accommodation on-site?

We'd love to build accommodation nearby in the future -
ideally in a new building that would also house a secon-
dary school. So no, we don't yet have student housing. But
what we discussed a lot when choosing the campus loca-
tion was transport accessibility. Students and teachers can
get here easily by public transport, including the metro, as
well as by train or car. There’s even parking, which was an
issue at our old building on Spalena Street.

How did you secure funding for such a large
building?

Our university is owned by the Prosperita Group, which also
owns the Czech Wine Company. Prosperita found common
ground with Mr Tomas Portlik, the mayor of Prague 9.

This part of the city is quickly changing from an industrial
zone into a modern district, and a university campus fits
perfectly into that vision. The mayor supported the con-
struction and will now also be a member of our academic
board. The local council recognises that having a university
campus here will significantly help the area grow.

Are you also looking to engage with the local com-
munity in Vysocany?

Vlysocany is the ideal place for connections — networking
to use today’s word. Since this location offers great poten-
tial for the university’s future, our owners decided it was
worth investing in a proper campus here. This is the kind
of place where such an investment makes sense. We also
run our own foundation, support charity activities and are
opening a secondary school. | believe we'll rise to all these
challenges in this location. There are even opportunities
for outdoor activities — cycling paths run along the Rokytka
stream and it's a good place for running.

Quality people naturally concentrate in certain
places. That's why we're focused on building a strong
brand injust these two locations.

This year’s topic of Guideamus focuses on lifelong
learning and how people balance professional,
personal and academic lives. How do you manage
that personally?

To be honest, my family could probably answer that better.
But here’s how | see it: a person should feel fulfilled not
just at work but in their personal life too. It’s important

to have fulfilling hobbies. | enjoy photography - this year

| went to photograph the Arctic Circle in Norway. Sport
also plays a big partin my life. You've got to make time
forwhatyou love. In the end, you need balance between
three areas - family, hobbies and work.

One last thing - the design of the new campus
feels a bit functionalist to me.

What I like most is the view of the sky. The light that filters
down from above. It reflects our vision. As | said, “we’re
building a cathedral” That view upwards is amazing.

Let’s keep looking up - that’s actually our motto, in a way.

How long did the campus take to build?

It's quite an unbelievable story. Two years ago, we were
deciding whether to extend the lease on our buildings in
Spalena Street. We had to choose - extend the lease by
five years or build here in Viysocany. It wasn't an easy deci-
sion. We knew that if we didn't extend and didn't finish the
new campus in time, our students would have nowhere to
study. But we managed it. It was an incredible effort and

| truly have to take my hat off to the construction company.

Will the Vysocany campus have a student service
centre?

Of course, it'll be right at the entrance on the ground
floor. For a while, the student centre in Spalena Street will
remain open too, just in case anyone gets lost. x

STUDYING AT THE PAN-EUROPEAN
UNIVERSITY OPENS DOORS TO
THE FUTURE

Twenty four year-old sports shooter and Ostrava native Jifi Pfivratsky began training in shooting sports thirteen
years ago. Since then, he has climbed to the top of the international scene, thanks to several prestigious medals,
including from the European Games in Krakéw and is now regarded as one of the most prominent sports
shooters in the Czech Republic. At last year's Olympic Games in France, he narrowly missed out on a medal due
toan error on his final shot, eventually finishing in fourth place. Currently studying Business and Management
in Ostrava, he sees education as a gateway to his own future and praises the approach and opportunities that
the Pan-European University has provided.

Could you briefly introduce yourself and your
sporting career?

My name is Jifi Pfivratsky and | compete in sports shooting
at the highest level. I've been involved in shooting for
around thirteen years, starting at quite a young age. I'd say
I've been relatively successful in my discipline, although
that hasn't been for that long. My junior years were full of
fourth-place finishes or not making the cutatall. Luckily,
that streak ended when | moved into the senior category,
which I'm really happy about. I've already taken partin two
Olympic Games —in Tokyo and most recently in Paris, or
more precisely Chateauroux, where the shooting events
were held. That's where | made it through to the final and
finished in fourth place.

When and how did that streak of bad luck finally
break for you between the junior and senior cate-
gories?

| can pinpoint the moment exactly. It came down to two
competitions, both of which took place after the Tokyo
Olympics. One of them was the Junior World Champi-
onshipsin Lima, Peru, in 2021. Although | didn't manage
towin a medal in the Olympic discipline there — | lost

the chance with a poor final shot—1 did take home two
medals. One was in the 60-shot prone event, and the
otherwas in the mixed pairs, where Veronika Blazi¢kova
and | finished third. That's where it all began. But the

real turning point came a few months later in 2022 at the
World Cup in Cairo. There, with a bit of luck, | managed to
win a bronze medal in the Olympic air rifle discipline, also
over 60 shots. Until itactually happened, that had always
feltlike an impossible goal to me. From that moment on,
everything more or less started to fall into place.

Is fourth place at the Paris Olympics your biggest
sporting achievement?

Yes, | would probably say that fourth place is my biggest
achievement so far. That said, the European Games in Krakéw
were also a success. | won two individual medals and one team
medal, which of course made me very happy. Personally and in
sport | tend to admire individuals who are able to perform at

a high level consistently over a long period of time. By that de-
finition, I have great respect for anyone who can stay at the top
of our sport for years. I've only really been among them for the
past two or three years, and | often feel out of place, like | don't
quite measure up. So | still have a lot of work and challenges
ahead if | want to reach their level one day. If | manage that, it
will definitely be my greatest achievement.

What does preparation look like for a top-level athlete?
Do you need complete silence to train?

That's something | can only answer from my own perspective,
as shootingis an individual sport and everyone responds diffe-
rently. There are really big differences in how people approach
preparation —both between countries and among shooters
within the same country. For me, preparation is very complex,
so it’s easiest to list the main elements aside from shooting it-
self. Strength training is always the most important, and for me
the gym has proven to be the most effective —whether it's bo-
dyweight exercises or weights. I'm not a big fan of running, but
there are shooters who find it works really well for them. Since
the positions we have to take up in our sport are not exactly
anatomically friendly, I've been considering adding yoga to help
relieve strain as part of recovery. Exercises under the supervision
of a physiotherapist are also essential.

The theme of the Guideamus magazine is the balance
between work, study and sport. How do you manage to
combine all three?

Not very well. But I'm lucky that the university supports me with
an individual study plan. That’s really the only way | will manage
to get a degree. I've had previous experience at state universities,
and it's not like in the United States, where university sport plays
a big role. Unfortunately, that’s not the case here, and you're
often forced to choose between sport and study.

Why did you choose to study at the Pan-European
University?

Before applying to the Pan-European University, | had a mee-
ting with the dean. We spoke specifically about how sport is
approached during studies. I was told that it's possible to apply
foran individual study plan, provided there are compelling
enough reasons. That was a major factor in my decision to apply
to PEUNI.

What subject are you studying at the Pan-European
University, and what led you to that choice?

I'm currently studying Business and Management at the faculty
in Ostrava. It was a rational choice, as the programme covers
awide range of different fields. Since | don't yet know what I'll be
doing when my sporting career ends —and what will be, will be —
| wanted a degree that would give me the freedom to pursue any
path that interested me or that life might bring. I want to keep
as many doors open as possible when the time comes to transi-
tion from the world of sport to a more traditional working life.

This doesn't just apply to
technical or scientific subjects —it’s just as true in the social
sciences, economics or management.

As the well-known management theorist Peter Drucker put

it, “Today’s organisations need people who can learn fast and
adapt to change. Lifelong learning is no longer a luxury, but

a necessity.”

The ability to keep learning, keep growing and respond flexibly
to new challenges is now one of the most valuable skills you
can have, no matter what field you're in.

Do you want to become a student at the Pan-European
University in Prague or Ostrava? The admissions process
isn‘t complicated, but it does require good preparation
and timely steps. This article will walk you through
everything you'll encounter on yourjourney to higher
education.

The admissions process at the Pan-European University
involves several steps, but the whole system is designed
to be as clear as possible for applicants. The basis of
everything is an digital application form, which can be
submitted through the university information system.
After filling in all your personal details, selecting a study
program and agreeing to the terms and conditions,

the system will generate payment details for the
administrative fee. This fee is usually 500 CZK. However,
in some cases this may be waived — for example, if you
book an interview appointment on time and later enroll
inthe program.

The next step is the interview itself. At the Pan-European
University you won't find traditional entrance exams, as
we prefer an individual interview. This can take place

in person, over the phone or online, and the aim is to
align the applicant's expectations with the content of
the study program. It’s also an opportunity to learn
more about the university, teaching and graduate career
opportunities. If the applicant is from abroad, the next
step is the evaluation of education certificates. PEUNI
has its own internal system for this that complies with
current legislation. This means the applicant doesn't
need to go through a complicated nostrification process
—the university handles the evaluation internally.

An important part of the process is submitting an
officially certified copy of the high school diploma,

or for graduate programs, the university diploma and
transcript. Once all requirements have been met, the
study department will send you an acceptance decision.
Then comes signing the contract, choosing a tuition
payment plan and the final step —official enrollment.
After that, you officially become a student of the
Pan-European University, ready for both academic
challenges and professional growth!

From the new academic year, you will be heading
a new faculty at the Pan-European University. How
big a change will this be for students compared to
the current situation, and what new fields will be
opening up for them?

For students, there will initially be no noticeable change,
atleast not at first glance. The point s that security studies
students, who are currently enrolled in the bachelor’s pro-
gramme, will now, to put itin terms of professional pride,
be able to present themselves as studying within a faculty
specifically dedicated to security and security studies.
Closely connected to this—and this is information | have
had for only a few days —is that we have successfully
completed the accreditation process for a follow-on
master’s degree. This represents a development of real
interest to students, as it gives them the opportunity to
continue their education immediately after finishing their
bachelor’s degree.

So what is your ambition for the early stages of
the faculty's operations?

Our ambition is, of course, to further develop all security
study programmes as much as possible, and to continue
affirming that security belongs at the Pan-European
University. My colleagues and | came here a few years ago,
gradually building and accrediting security studies, then
successfully undergoing reaccreditation. Some might
have thought that this field of study didn't belong at the
Pan-European University, which until now has consisted

of two faculties — Business, and Entrepreneurship and
Law. Yet we now see that everything is interconnected.

We are talking about economic and information security,
environmental security. And unfortunately, given what is
happening around us, we are realising that security is once
again a subject that must be taken into account and inves-
ted in. The pool of graduates our university sends into the
market, for example into security forces, is precisely what
is needed. The question of security, depending on how
you divide it, is either very complex or very simple. Today,
security is at the forefront of society’s concerns, alongside
business and trade, and | believe thatis a good thing. As
President Havel once said, truth and love must prevail over
lies and hatred. You cannot stop tanks with banners.

What career opportunities are available to graduates
of security studies, and how will they differ for gra-
duates of the bachelor’s and master’'s programmes?

That’s actually a very straightforward distinction. We have
focused our programmes on what’s known as the internal
security of the Czech Republic. This means our graduates
have, a priori, the opportunity to find employment within
the security forces. Specifically, the six named security
corps regulated by the Act on the Service Relationship of
Members of Security Forces. They can work in the muni-
cipal police, in public administration or in the so-called
non-profit sector, which for example supports victims of
crime. This applies primarily to the bachelor’s programme.
And since I've mentioned the Act on the Service Relation-
ship of Members of Security Forces, it clearly defines a kind
of career ladder that also intersects with education. We've
known for many years that the head of a local or district
branch of the Czech Police must have a bachelor’s de-
gree. However, if someone wants to become the head of

a territorial department, they must without question hold

a master’s degree. Without it, they simply cannot hold that
position. This is why it's so significant that we now have both
options, including the crucial accreditation for the mas-

ter's programme, valid for five years. This means we can cover
the entire spectrum of education within the security services,
from the lowest-ranking police officer right up to, potentially,
the national chief of police.

So this programme would not only be intended for
new students, but also for those already within the
security forces seeking promotion?

Yes, thatis indeed the case. It's notjust full-time students
who are still exploring employment opportunities, and
sometimes even themselves, who study with us. We also
have members of the security forces who wish to add to their
education to advance their careers. There are also distance-
-learning students, some of whom are transitioning from
one field to another. | should also mention that members of
the Czech Armed Forces study with us. That said, our focus
remains on internal security —that is, security within the
borders of the Czech Republic. On the other hand, we also
have students interested in working in the military police

or military intelligence. Moreover, the distinction between
internal and external security is increasingly blurred in
today’s world.

What exactly do we mean by internal security, and
what are the key phenomena in this area today?

Internal security can generally be described as the ideal state
of public order and crime within the Czech Republic. This is

a definition | also expect my students to know. It refers to
everything that ends at the borders of the Czech Republic
and includes all non-military security — crime, public order,
publicadministration, criminal offences, minor misdemea-
nours and more. It also covers traffic and safety operations,
the work of forensic experts, prison services, customs, mu-
nicipal or local police.

forms of legal advisors. Citizens can report anything to
them and the police must accept every report, legally
classify the action in question and provide feedback—in-
cluding decisions that a crime has not occurred. In effect,
this means citizens receive a highly qualified assessment
of their problem which they can then take to an office,
court or elsewhere. This is just one example of the many
responsibilities the police handle.

What is, in your view, the most serious phenome-
non currently affecting the Czech Republic?

Itis very difficult to answer that because we would be
entering into more of a debate. However, if we want to
have an informed discussion, we can look at variables
within individual security indicators. Five years ago, the
former Prime Minister declared that we were the fourth
safest country in the world. A few years later we were ei-
ghth, and now we are roughly fourteenth. Looking at this,

I would say that security in the Czech Republicis declining.
However, these are variables that do not directly affect us
internally. There is the war in Ukraine and other phenome-
na. The state of security is not only about crime indicators,
butalso about the feeling of safety. If you live in a small
settlement and there’s one criminal offence a year, you
feel safe. Someone from a certain street in Ostrava might
feel unsafe, but again this is a subjective feeling. If you
grow up there, you can still feel safe. | compare it to being
born in Mogadishu—it seems normal to you. Heaven
forbid someone moves you there. Or if someone moves
you from Mogadishu to here —youd feel as if you are in
Lourdes, ataspa. Soitis highly subjective, and for an accu-
rate assessment we really need statistics on the clearance
rate of criminal offences. Even according to these statistics,
however, the Czech Republicis in a very good position in
terms of internal security.

What would you say is the reason for this positive
assessment?

Il contradict myself now. The Czech police force is in

an absolutely direstate. You've touched on something
I'm very fond of and like to discuss with state or police
representatives. I'm talking about the situation as of
2024, when, practically since 1990, we have been unable
to clearly define who a police officer actually is. A police
officeris, of course, someone who fights crime, protects
public order, and at the same time has to issue you a re-
port for anything, including the most nonsensical matters.
Often these are people who do the same work over and
over—receiving reports and doing paperwork. This is

a phenomenon that we simply cannot eradicate.

What message would you give to new students?

We can certainly pride ourselves on a superb team of
internal security experts. Our team includes active police
officers, as well as the head of a department at the
Criminalistics Institute, experts in cybersecurity and in
DVI, which we are the only ones in the entire country to
offer. We also have a specialist in behavioural analysis,
excellent lawyers and criminologists. The emergence

of the bachelor’s study programme and the granting of
master’s degree accreditation happened very quickly, but
itis precisely our unique team that ensures the excellent
quality of education for all graduates. x

Why just being ,,on social media“
is no longer enough

At PEUNI, they understood one important thing —
young people don't wait to be found. They choose for
themselves who to follow. If a school doesn’t want to
get lost in the noise of the algorithm, it has to be active,
creative, and strategic. Having an Instagram account
isn't enough. What really matters is:

Knowing the target group (for example, grammar school
students thinking about what to do after graduation).
Tracking data — when are people online, what interests
them?

Being consistent and developing clear positioning —
even a school can have a face, a voice, a personality.

Tereza sums it up simply: “We do it just like any other brand.
But instead of products, we communicate values. And we
show that education doesn’t have to be boring.”

Content that goes beyond:
Entertainment that educates

PEUNI's content often ventures over into infotainment -
information presented in an attractive way. A campaign with
a SWOT analysis evaluating dating experiences for Business
and Management students? It's not just a bit of fun. It shows
that the academic environment can be human, open and
connected to reality.

What Formats Work Best?

Short videos - ideally under 30 seconds (reels, TikTok),
Faces of students and teachers — authentic approach builds
trust,

Making-of content — what happens “behind the scenes,” how
the school looks from the other side,

Comments, reactions, surveys — social media isn't a one-way
street.

Glossary of Terms:

Target audience — the people the content is aimed at (e.g., grammar school graduates, young adults).
Engagement - the level of interaction from followers: likes, comments, shares.
Infotainment — a combination of information and entertainment presented in an attractive way.

PEUNI sees social media as a communication lab —

a place to experiment, test and reflect. “We have learned
that people want honesty. We don't want to be perfect,
but clear,” says Tereza. And Kléra adds, “That's the
advantage of having someone on the inside looking after
it. They know what's really happening at the school and
don't just put on a marketing facade.”

At the same time, social media acts as a mirror for the
institution. People judge what kind of school it is based
on its posts. If the content is honest, smart and fun, it
builds trust that can’t be bought.

Values as the foundation of
everything

Entertainment alone isn't enough. At PEUNI, they know
it's important to understand why they do everything. The
main values are:

International reach — teaching and communication go
beyond the Czech Republic and Slovakia.

Accessibility — even those not on track to get into Oxford
deserve quality education.

Individuality — encouraging students to create, not just
passively receive.

Everything else emanates from these values — from the
style of the graphics to the tone of the podcast host’s voice.

And What Do the Students Say?

PEUNI students aren't just passive followers. They often
take part directly in creating content. They shoot videos,
conduct interviews, and host shows. The school not
only offers them knowledge but also real experience in
content creation — which is valuable both for CVs and
life in general.

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WHAT IS PROCRASTINATION?

The word “procrastination” comes from the Latin
expression pro cras, literally meaning “for tomorrow.”

It can be defined as the conscious and repeated
postponement of tasks to a later time — “until tomorrow”
—often in favour of activities that bring immediate
gratification.

Procrastination takes many forms and has evolved

over time: in the past, it might have meant watching
television, or before that, reading. Today, it usually
happens online —instead of working, studying or
fulfilling responsibilities, we watch videos, read articles
or simply scroll through social media.

THE IDEAL ENVIRONMENT FOR
PROCRASTINATION

Social media is the perfect tool for procrastination. It
offers an endless stream of fresh content, tailored to
grab our attention as much as possible. Just unlock

your phone, and within seconds you're pulled into

an entertaining and emotionally charged world that
instantly rewards you with likes, comments and amusing
posts.

Behind this mechanism are sophisticated algorithms
that track our behaviour and show us content that has
the highest chance of keeping us engaged. This leads

to what's known as the “infinite scroll” effect —a state in
which it’s extremely difficult to find a moment to stop
consuming content. Each new post promises something
novel, possibly even more interesting than the last. And
the worst part? This content personalisation designed to
keep us glued to our screens is deliberately encouraged
by the platforms themselves.

HOW TO RESIST DIGITAL
PROCRASTINATION?

Fighting digital procrastination isn’t easy, but
there are strategies that help reduce it:

m Set clear time blocks for work and social media
For example, allow yourself10 minutes each hour to
check messages, and spend the rest focusing on work.

m Turn off notifications
Constant beeping and flashing from your phone
interrupts concentration, even when you're trying to
work.

m Use time-tracking apps
There are tools that monitor how much time you spend
on each app and help you become more aware of your
habits.

m The Pomodoro technique
Short bursts of focused work (e.g. 25 minutes) followed
by short breaks can help you maintain concentration.

m Digital detox
Taking a short break from social media can help restore
your ability to focus.

m Using social media mindfully
Before opening a social media app, ask yourself why
you're going there and what you want to do.

m And finally, the most important thing
Remember that the one thing you can leave for
tomorrow is browsing the internet.

WHAT HAPPENS IN THE BRAIN

When using social media, the brain releases dopamine
—the so-called “happiness hormone”. Each like or video
activates the brain's reward centre, motivating us to
continue. Our brains form a strong association between
social media use and short-term satisfaction.

However, this kind of reward undermines our ability

to focus on tasks that require sustained effort and
concentration. Studying, writing, working on projects
or completing homework often lose out to the lure of
instant gratification.

In the short term, escaping to social media may bring
relief, butin the long term, procrastination damages
performance, increases stress and fuels feelings of guilt.
Tasks pile up, deadlines approach and pressure builds.

A vicious cycle sets in: the more we fall behind, the more
anxious we become —and the more likely we are to seek
escape on social media. x

HISTORICAL CONTEXT AS INSPIRATION

The alliance’s geographical layout along the Amber Route
is no coincidence. This historic trade route once connec-
ted north and south, east and west, and symbolised the
exchange of cultures, languages and traditions. Today,
StudyEU Amber Road aims to carry on that legacy. In
doing so, the alliance fosters the emergence of a shared
European identity, without compromising the cultural
diversity of its members.

HOW TO GET INVOLVED?

Students who would like to get involved in the project
must be registered on a bachelor, masters or doctorate
programme at one of the partner universities:

THE ROLE OF PAN-EUROPEAN UNIVERSITY

The Pan-European University plays an active role in pro-
moting and coordinating the project. Major events have
already taken place in Riga (January 2024), Eisenstadt
(September 2024), Helsinki (April 2025) and in December
2025, Prague will once again host the alliance.

WHO IS THE TARGET AUDIENCE?

The project is aimed not only at students and academic
staff from partner universities but also at the wider public
and external stakeholders. These include representatives
of local governments, chambers of commerce, small and
medium-sized enterprises, cultural institutions, research
organisations, youth associations and volunteer groups.

We believe that our modern-day Amber Road will connect
students and teachers from across Europe, supporting the
free exchange of ideas and the personal development of
allinvolved.
